Undergraduate Candidates applying to a teacher education program must apply the 
semester before they plan to take Block I courses by doing the following:  
 

 Complete the application form. 

 Write a goal statement that clearly articulates reasons for pursuing a career as a 
professional educator. (More specific instructions are provided on the 
application.) 

 Provide two professional references using the enclosed reference forms to be 
submitted to the Director of Candidate Advisement and Services (See address at 
bottom of reference form).  Make sure to write your name in the blank, as you are 
requesting the reference, and sign the waiver if you wish to waive your right of 
access to it.  *Note*:  Professional references are individuals who have served in 
a supervisory position for you, either as an instructor of a course, or as a 
supervisor of your work or volunteer opportunities.  References will not be 
accepted from family members or friends. 

 Submit the application and goal statement to the Director of Candidate 
Advisement and Services, Ralph C. Wilson Building, Office 203.  Fall 
applications are due by November 1 and spring applications are due by April 
1. 

 Earn a grade of “C” or higher in all pre-block education courses (for Childhood 
Candidates this includes 6 credit hours of English and 6 credit hours of Social 
Science). 

 Achieve an overall GPA of at least 2.75. 

 Earn ratings of acceptable or target on key assessments in pre-block education 
courses. 

 
To maintain good standing in the program candidates are required to: 

 Maintain an overall GPA of 2.75 or higher. 
 Maintain a GPA of 3.0 in their major(s). 
 Maintain an acceptable or target rating on key assessments in the program.
